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C-SPAN ANNOUNCES TOP CALL-IN CITIES FOR 1985

WASHINGTON, D.C.-- In 1985, a record number of C-SPAN viewers participated in the

network's daily call-in programs. According to a recent nationwide tally, 11,033

C-SPAN viewers were able to question elected officials, policymakers and journalists

last year.

Two cities from California topped C-SPAN's list: Los Angeles ranked C-SPAN's

number one U.S. city with 328 calls, while San Diego viewers logged in second with

2b5-calls.,

The daily call-ins have long been a favorite of C-SPAN viewers. Each program,
C-SPAN airs an average of 15 callers. The hour-long programs, telecast live three
times daily, give cable audiences the opportunity to express their opinions and talk
directiy to public officials,

In addition to its Washington=based programs, last year C-SPAN gave its
viewers the chance to talk to state and local officials. The network took its call-ins
on the road to various state capitals during its "States of the Nation '85"
programming effort. Throughout the year, the public affairs network travelled to
Montgomery, Alabama; Richmond, Virginia; Raleigh, North Carolinaj; Jefferson City,
Missouri; Salt Lake City, Utah; Cheyenne, Wyoming; Anchorage, Alaska; Indianapolis,
Indiana and six other cities.
